1. The meeting was called to order at 6:30 p.m. by Greg Cory.

2. Roll call was answered by Greg Cory, Tanner Schrock, Tyler Dubay, Shelly Balke. 
3. Cory made a motion to approve the agenda as presented. Dubay seconded. 4 ayes. 
4.  February 16, 2020 minutes were tabled due to lack of quorum.    
5. Public Hearing to Review Zoning Ordinance and Hold Discussion and Action Pertaining to Smaller Lot Size - Council members in attendance were Steve Gast, Doug Miller, Ken Jans, Megan Lawrence. Mayor Jameson Hudson was also in attendance.  As P&Z chairman, Greg Cory opened the meeting asking for the council to share their thoughts on considering allowing smaller lots sizes other then what our current Zoning Ordinance allows.  Steve Gast provided a detailed packet showing our current zoning ordinance, current residential bulk requirements, and current zoning maps of Maxwell.  The consideration for smaller lots sizes would help provide more housing in Maxwell, which currently is limited. The Scott Oakes property, located on the north side of town, has been at a standstill since the COVID outbreak.  Discussion was held about 165.13 NC Neighborhood Conservation (Overlay) District.  Greg Cory mentioned that it is important to keep the existing neighborhoods consistent with their zoning and character at the time of enactment of the Zoning Ordinance.  After considering all the conversation held, the P&Z commission felt it necessary to stay with the current lot sizes stated in the current Zoning Ordinances.  It was suggested by Steve Gast that the council may want to consider a resolution that would issue a building permit on any lot that was pre plotted for smaller lot sizes to be allowed.
6. At 8:30p.m. a motion to adjourn was made by Balke, seconded by Dubay, and passed 4 ayes.
