5. Public Hearing to Review Vacation of Army Post Road – Visitors in attendance were Mr. & Mrs. Rob Hites and Shannon Robertson.  The Hites are fine with vacating the road, as long as, they can still get to both sides of their property.  Shannon Robertson stated that he really would rather not see the road closed.  It is probably a historic road and is used a lot by people coming to the rodeo arena.  If it is vacated, there needs to be enough space left, so horses, bikers, and those that walk can get around whatever is going to block the road.  It was also mentioned that when these types of roads are closed, they become a dumping ground.  The previous person that graded Army Post Road, as a courtesy, shared that the person who replaced him would be happy to still grade Army Post when he comes to town. It was also discussed that if the city closes Army Post Road at Broad Street it is just going to encourage people to drive on the soccer fields to go around the barricade. Greg Cory mentioned that he didn’t find anywhere in our current comp plan that would discourage vacating a street. After much discussion, Pat Meade made a motion to City Council to vacate Army Post Road starting at the North fence line at Larry Vasey’s property and then on North to the old railroad viaduct. Balke seconded the motion and passed 4 ayes.
